After all, youth often 

ask really good questions and it is important for the teacher to be able to respond appropriately.  If you already 

have that knowledge of our Catholic faith, perhaps it is time to talk to Mary about teaching Religious         

Education classes.  However, if you are uncertain about having sufficient knowledge at this time, or just want 

to test if you are called to be a teacher, perhaps it would be a good idea to volunteer to assist with the RE 

classes.
