
Parish Banner Creation Process for DCYC 2010 
 
 

Each year we invite parishes that attend DCYC to bring a banner that will be 

used in several ways during the conference.  On Friday evening as we open the 

conference, the banners will be processed into the ballroom during the parish 

roll-call.  The banners will then be placed around the room as part of our envi-

ronment and to give everyone a chance to check out the banners. 

 

For this year we ask that you use gold or yellow for the background color of 

your banner.   

 

Banners need to be no bigger than 4 foot by 6 foot.  You must bring your own 

banner stand, and please designate 1 or 2 youth to carry your banner into the 

ballroom for the parish roll call on Friday evening at the beginning of DCYC and 

then for  the mass procession on Sunday morning. 

 

What should be on the banner that you make? 

Please make sure that the parish name and town/city is on the banner and pro-

nounced for example, St. Catherine of Sienna, Carrollton 

 

Then make some connection to this year’s theme Know.  Love.  Serve.  This is 

of course focusing on the scripture from Micah 6:8, “You have been told, O man, 

what is good, and what the LORD requires of you: Only to do the right and to 

love goodness, and to walk humbly with your God.” 



 

Why make a Banner…Preparing your group for DCYC 
Many groups that are attending DCYC meet several times before the conference to pray to-

gether, get to know each other better, talk about the rules for behavior, go over the work-
shop list to determine who will be attending what workshops, determine what items they will 

bring to trade with others at the conference and CREATE THEIR PARISH BANNER.  The 

creation of the parish banner by youth and adults that are attending DCYC will give the group 

a greater sense of belonging to your parish and to the youth ministry community.  It isn’t just 

busy work.  The Banner Making Session will give you a ready-made plan to create your parish 

banner.  Just follow the directions. 

 

A Banner Making Session Plan 
When you meet together with your group to create the banner, open with this prayer: 

God of Justice, 
You have passed down to us through the ages a message that calls us 

to build a society of love and justice. 
Give us the courage to stand up for what is right and the wisdom to 

know your will. 

We ask this through our Savior, Jesus Christ. 
Amen. 

Another prayer option would be to use the song “Change Our Hearts” by Rory 
Cooney from the album You Alone.” 
 

Begin with Brainstorming! 
After praying together, do some brainstorming about how we are called to know, love and 

serve God.  Have a couple of sheets of newsprint and markers ready and then ask the follow-

ing question: 

How do we know what is right?  What role does “knowing our faith” play in 

knowing what is right? 
 

After filling up a sheet or a good part of a sheet, ask the group this question: 

Where do you see goodness in the world? 
 

Fill up another sheet of newsprint with their ideas and then ask this question: 

What are the corporal and spiritual works of mercy?  What do the youth 

from your parish do to address these issues? 

 
Take the ideas that came up on your newsprint sheet and circle the most important images/

ways that your group serves God.  Ask the question:  How can we show through im-

ages and words the DCYC 2010 theme of Know. Love. Serve? 

 
 



Create the Design for the Banner 
Now your group is ready to begin creating the design for the banner. You can have small 

groups come up with a banner idea and then give a prize for the best idea that comes out of 

the small group.  Or if you have just one  

small group, have them come up with the design for the banner and then take a break to make 

ice cream sundaes. 

 

Now make the banner! 
Make sure that you have the main banner cloth that must be either GOLD or YELLOW* and 

be not larger than 4 ft X 6 ft.  Have lots of felt, glitter, fun material, markers that work on ma-

terial, glue guns and whatever else you plan to use on your banner. 

 

*Note:  though we ask that the background color be gold or yellow, you may use any other 

colors in the body or border of the banner that you choose. 

 

Finally 
Bring your banner to DCYC to proudly show during our conference.  Before the conference 

begins on Friday, ask at the registration desk where to place the banner and the stand prior to 

the procession in at the parish roll call that begins at 7:30pm.  Have your 1 or 2 persons 

(however many people your banner needs to process it in) in place for the procession in the 

foyer of the Enterprise Ballroom at 7:15pm so we can arrange the parishes in the proper or-

der.
